God appeared to
him at Ur and asked him to leave his family
and relatives. Thus he reached at Haran
with his father and brothers. The meaning
of Abraham is ‘father of many’. God called
Abraham six times and repeats the
covenant in four times.

God chose Abraham, to bless the whole
generation in him, to maintain a quality
and moral life in the World, to make his
name great, to establish the belief in one
God, to possess Canaan, to bring promised
son to the World, to write and keep
scriptures and to be his own people. God
appeared to Abraham at Haran at the age
of 75, after the death of Terah.  God told
him that He will bless Abraham with
promised son for Abraham was childless
for many years. He departed haran and
reached Canaan. From there he travelled
again and as he made a living in Gerar at
the age of hundred and Sarah ,at ninety,
they witnessed the birth of promised son,
Isaac. The meaning of ‘Sarah’ is ‘The
Queen’. (Gen. 17: 17-19; 18:9-15; 21:1-7)

Sarah laughed at the promise of getting
a son for her in the old age. But at the right
time she is blessed with promised son. She
named her Isaac by saying that God made
her laughing. The meaning of Isaac is
‘Laughter’. Abraham circumcised the son
on the eight day.

Obedience of Isaac

God tested Abraham and he has taken
his son Isaac (around 33 years of old) to
the mount Moriah, to offer his son as a

He built an altar and made Isaac lay on
the altar. Isaac was obedient to his father,
Abraham was ready to offer Isaac as a
sacrifice and he succeeded in the test given
by God. God cares Isaac and a ram is
offered instead of Him and Abraham
sacrificed it.

Isaac’s Marriage and family Life

Isaac’s mother Sarah died at the age of
127 and he was 36 then. Isaac married
Rebecca at the age of 40 (Gen. 25:20).  Isaac
did not choose Rebecca with his will: rather
Abraham sends Eliazer, his servant to find
a suitable girl for Isaac from his own people.
The meaning of Rebecca is ‘tie’. They did
not have children for 20 years. As the
answer of their prayer, they were blessed
with twins. The elder son Esau was lovable
to father and the younger one to mother.
(Esau – Red and Jacob – Cunning ) Jacob
gave his red porridge to Esau who came
tired and Esau despised his birth right.
Esau was adept in hunting and Jacob for
household duties.

When Isaac was 130 years of old and
his eyes were dim, and was ready to bless
Esau, his s loving son. He asked Esau to
get him savory for he is old. As Rebecca,
got the wind of the matter, she sends Esau

Thus Jacob, the younger son
gets blessed by cunning, Esau came back
and realized all the things happened, and
feel angry at Jacob. Rebecca sends Jacob
to his father’s house at Mesopotamia. After
some years, Isaac again meets Jacob. Issac
died at the age of 180 and was gathered to
his people. His sons Esau and Jacob buried
him at Machpelah.

Significant Characters of Isaac

Abraham, his father lived for 175 years.
Jacob, his son lived for 145 years. But Isaac
lived more years than them and he lived
for 180 years. Abraham and Jacob lived
with more wives. Isaac had only one wife.
Abraham and Jacob travelled a lot. Isaac
was worried about the sins of others.( pain
due to Ismail, his sacrifice, death of mother,
barrenness of his wife, famine, fight among
sons), his devotion and obedience ( Gen.22:
6,7); prayer (Gen.25:21); faith (Heb.11:26);
peaceful (Gen.29:20-22) and love (Gen.24:
6,7). We can follow these qualities.
