Birth and childhood of Jesus Christ
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Matthew 1, 2 ; Luke 11:26-80, 2nd Chapter of Luke.
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“For to us a child is born, to us a son is given and the government will be
uponhis shoulders, and his name will be called wonderful counselor,
mighty God, Everlasting Father, prince of Peace.”
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Objective :

To understand the divine birth of
Jesus Christ.

Introduction

Jesus’ birth is the most significant
event in history. Jesus incarnated into
world for the salvation of human beings.
Jesus’ birth was pre told and when the
time has been fulfilled, Jesus took birth
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in the womb of a virgin. These are the
characteristics that can only be
attributed to the birth of Jesus.

PROPHETICAL BIRTH

Jesus’ birth was pre told or
prophesied centuries before, through
the promises and prophets. Promises
were given to Adam and Eve (Gen.
3:15), to Abraham (Gen. 22:18; Gal.
3:8; 3:16; Gen.49:10). Prophets like
Samuel and Isaiah prophesied that
Jesus would take birth as son of David
and reign in his throne (2 Sam. 7:12-
14; Is. 11:1-10). Micah’s prophesy of
Jesus’ birth at Bethlehem (Mic. 5:2) and
Jesus’ infant birth by Isaiah (Is. 7:14;
9:6) were fulfilled in the birth of Jesus.

VIRGIN BIRTH AND ITS
CHARACTERISTICS

Though Mary (Mother of Jesus)
was betrothed to Joseph, they did not
enter into a marital life. One of those
days, Gabriel, the angel appeared to
Mary and the summary of the
conversation can be seen in Lk. 1:26-
28. Accordingly, Jesus took the form of
a human in the womb of Mary and it
was by the power of the Holy Spirit.
Thus Jesus’ birth was a heavenly one.
After the event which is mentioned
above, Mary went to meet Elizabeth,
who was Mary’s relative and
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Zachariah’s (priest) wife. (Lk. 1:39-45).
This meeting convinced the baby who
was formed in the womb of Mary is the
son of God and it caused due to the
intervention of the Holy Spirit. Joseph
was not willing to accept Mary as his
wife. But Gabriel appeared to him and
assured him about the baby. Gabriel
made Joseph believed that baby who
was formed in Mary’s womb is the son
of God and the promised Messiah
written in the scriptures. Thus Joseph
received Mary and protected her and
became foster father of Jesus. In those
days, a decree went out from Caesar
Augustus that the entire world should
be enrolled. So Joseph started journey
to Bethlehem with pregnant Mary to be
enrolled. Jesus was born to them at
Bethlehem and they laid the baby in
manger (Lk. 2:17). Thus, the prophecy
regarding Jesus’ birth at Bethlehem
was fulfilled (Mic. 5:2). The virgin birth
of Jesus is the foremost doctrine of the
church. Adamic sin made drastic
consequence and the entire universe
suffered slavery due to sin and curse
followed by the disobedience. There
was a need of a sinless person to come
and save men from sin, and also to
stand on behalf of men to bear the
condemnation of sin. The only way of
sinless birth is the virgin birth and Jesus
was born by the power of the Holy Spirit.
So Jesus was sinless (Rom. 7:14; Mt.
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1:18-23; Lk. 1:26-28, 34-35). Gospels
give less account of Jesus’ infancy. In
gospels, we see Jesus’ going to temple
at the age of 12 during the feast of
Passover. He was obedient to his
parents, and lived with them in
Nazareth. He grew with wisdom and
maturity and also grew in the grace of
